departure reasons
• Most frequently cited:

– Progress in rehabilitation
– Mitigating facts of the case
– Plea agreement
– Substance abuse issues
– Offender’s health 
– Minimal prior record
– Needs to pay costs/restitution

Aggravation (21.9%)
• 393 of 743 have written 

departure reasons
• Most frequently cited:

– 2nd/subsequent revocation
– Poor rehabilitation potential
– Fail to follow instructions 
– Substance abuse issues 
– Absconded from supervision
– Failed alternative treatment 

program
– Needs rehab through jail/prison
